	[bookmark: _Toc437066892]Topic 1) How The Flowers Were Photographed

There are over 500 pictures of flowers, on this website, which were photographed with three techniques.  This involved several species of flowers that were photographed with variations in light, and the application of water on the surface of some of the flowers.  This is explained in the following paragraphs in detail, with related photographs.

	The flower presented above was photographed with conventional reflected light.  Specifically, four desk lamps, with 23-watt compact fluorescent bulbs were used for illumination.  Two of the desk lamps were aimed towards the flowers from the left, and another two from the right.  The fluorescent bulbs have a color temperature of 2700 K, which is approximately the same as conventional incandescent lights.
	The Canon EOS 20D, single lens reflex digital camera was used for all of the photographs, with a Canon 50 mm macro lens.  To compensate for the relatively low color temperature of the fluorescent bulbs, the camera was set to its lowest color temperature setting, which is 2800 K.  All of the photographs were taken with a tripod, to permit the use of high f-stop settings, and slow shutter speeds.  In this regard, the camera was set on aperture priority, and all of the photographs were taken between F11 and F 32.  To avoid vibrations from the mirror mechanism, and the shutter, all of the shots were taken with the mirror lockup function and a remote switch to activate the shutter.
	Some of the flowers were sprayed with water, before they were photographed, to produce a unique aesthetic effect, as can be seen in the following example:
